Stephanie Frank (Assistant Professor at the

University of Missouri-Kansas City) will discuss

her dissertation, “The Film Industry and Urban

Development in Metropolitan Los Angeles,

1920-1975.” Her research documents the role

of film studios in the shaping of the urban

development of metropolitan Los Angeles as

defined by two dramatic shifts in the business

model of the film industry. First, the vertical

integration of the film industry, which organized

production around manufacturing plants that expanded to meet the growing
needs of product for company-owned theaters. Second, after a 1948 Supreme
Court ruling declared such vertical integration an illegal trust and ordered the
sell-off of the theater chains, film companies transformed their physical plants
for a post-studio system era.
